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IHS Bank Robbed,
3 Suspects Held

Wednesday, March 21, ended like
any other normal bank day for the
tellers of the IHS school bank. The
day's business was over, and they
were eager to get home and finish
their homework.

Thursday, March 22, the small
bank room lay in a shambles. The
covers had been ripped off the
machines; drawers had been ruth.
lessly thrown on the floor, the table
had been overturned. Indeed, a
shocking robbery had been com

mitted.

Missing from the bank were 327
bank pencils, 1,012 bank calendars,
and 9 bank bookmarks; plus 7,000
reprints of Anglers' Guide, 4,758
of Sweet Sixteen, and 89 of Simpli.
fied World News, all of which
carried_extensive stories featuring
the unique school bank, with large
pictures of its officers and staff. All
indications pointed to an  inside

job. Detectives placed the crime at
about 1 A.M

vealed himself when, on the morn-
ing after the crime, he stood out-
side B Building dressed in a pink
wig and Bermuda shorts, juggling
three fullsized Italian pizzas. This
move was later seen as intended to
divert attention from the devasta-
tion in the bank room until hench.
men could tidy it up for the day's
business. Miss Sroka was implicated
when on March 22 sie modified
her usual habit of perching one
pencil jauntily over her left car
by perching pencils on both ears,
her nose, between her toes, in her
elbows, and clenched in her teeth.
